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ELEMENTARY SCHOOL GUIDANCE
Grades 3-5 Parents, State Spring Testing Dates and Information!

The LEAP and iLEAP are just around the corner! April 1% -7" is the 2009 testing date across the state of
Louisiana. Students in Grade 4 will participate in the Louisiana Educational Assessment Program (LEAP).
Students in Grades 3 & 5 will participate in the Integrated Louisiana Educational Assessment Program
(iLEAP).

There has been a significant change that is worth noting as we help prepare our Lab School students to do
well on their statewide testing. This is the first year that the state testing schedule will be spit between two
weeks. Testing will start on a Wednesday and end on the following Tuesday. In prior years, all testing
was conducted with the traditional Monday through Friday format. The following week was set aside for
make up testing. This year, there is only one day allotted to complete make up testing, Wednesday, April
8™ Answer documents are to be shipped out on Thursday, April 9. We hope this shorter make up testing
time will not be a problem for our students.

Our 4™ Grade LEAP students will begin with ELA (English Language Arts) Sessions 1 & 2 on
Wednesday, April 1%, Thursday, April 2" will be ELA Sessions 3 & 4 and Mathematics Session 1. All
remaining LEAP Mathematics sessions will be completed on Friday, April 3. Monday, April 6™ will
include all Science sessions, and Tuesday, April 7" will test all of the Social Studies sessions.

For those of you new to LEAP, LEAP is a criterion referenced test is designed to measure mastery of the
Louisiana Benchmarks for Learning. In attempts to raise the bar of student learning expectations in
Louisiana, high stakes have been attached to the LEAP. Any student in Grade Four who does not pass the
Language Arts or Math portion of the LEAP will not be promoted to the next grade level. The Lab School
will offer summer school remediation in the event that this happens in June prior to the June 25, 29, and 30
2009 Summer LEAP retest dates.

Our 3™ & 5™ Grades iLEAPers will begin testing on Wednesday, April 1* with all parts of the Mathematics
portion. Thursday, April 2™ will test ELA sessions 1 & 2. Friday, April 3™ will complete all remaining
ELA tests. Monday, April 6" will have all sessions of Science. Tuesday, April 7" will be all sessions of
Social Studies.

The iLEAP includes both a norm-referenced portion and a criterion-referenced portion. The
norm-referenced part is designed to measure the basic skills of students in comparison with peers on a
national level. These ssessions of the iLEAP are timed and are from the lowa Test of Basic Skills. Student
scores are reported in both percentile ranks and attainment levels.

Here are just a few common sense tips to remember to help your child do his or her best. Try to make the
mornings of the testing week as stress free as possible. Get to school a bit early that week. Being early
allows time to get organized and settled before the first sessions begin. Have a good night’s sleep and a
good breakfast! Being rested and full will help your child focus on the test questions. Proteins are good
this week!
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Extra practice on LouisianaPass.org can help build confidence and familiarity with both the LEAP and
iILEAP. The practice questions are very similar to the actual test items. Finally, stress to your child that
while these tests are important, there is no reason to panic. If your child makes consistently good grades
on tests, he or she should be well prepared for the test. If you have any concerns about your child, please
feel free to contact your child’s teacher or me at 578-3278 or leglinl @lsu.edu.
